Bolton & Menk- Justin Ernst-Water Project and Plat survey of Freedom Park:  Justin was here to speak on the repot they are finalizing for the project. He broke down the analysis they did on the water- recommends a new water tower and to replace all the mains in the city as well, at the same time. Ernst also talked with the Council about possible funding options as the rough estimate cost of the whole project could be up to 6 million dollars. Ernst also present the council of the survey they requested of the Freedom Park area.  Council reviewed the lines of the survey, ready to send it to the County. Move Cline, second Helm to approve the plat survey for Freedom Park.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
ADM School Letter: Council received the letter back with some minor changes made by the school.  Council approved the changes that were made to the offer letter to obtain the tennis courts.  Move Cline, second White to approve the offer letter and expenses that go along with it.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Depot Lease: Update given to the Council on where the lease stands.  Roberts is currently in the process of purchasing The Nineteen14 as a turnkey operation from the Mahler’s and are still in negotiations. Alejandra Vargas also came forward as an interested party in possibly renting the depot building as an American café restaurant, a whole new concept than what they have already at the other restaurant they already have in town. 
Dog Complaint: The City received a written and signed complaint about a barking dog at 310 Laurel Street.  Travis Connick was present to speak with the council on what they have been doing to resolve the issue.  The Council ultimately decided that the matter sounds like a civil matter and that residents need to call the Dallas County sheriffs department to handle the matter. 
Midwest Insurance- Melissa Johnson: Johnson came to present the City’s new insurance plan in October. After reviewing the possible changes, the council has decided to approve the new premiums with the additions Johnson suggested.  Move Cline, second Helm to approve the new insurance premiums.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Resolution 2022-23 Credit Card Policy: Clerk presented the Council with a new credit card policy for the city employees.  Move Cline, second Helm to approve the credit card policy.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Resolution 2022-22 SETTING SALARIES FOR CITY EMPLOYEES: Moorhead passed the sewer certification test, when hired, Council agreed upon a wage increase for each required certification. Move Cline, second Helm to approve the salary adjustment.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Bock Grant Award: Clerk informed the Council of the award granted to the city to help with the upgrades needing to do to the city hall building.  City hall will be getting new paint, flooring, and exterior lighting. Big thank you to the Bock Family Foundation for granting this. 
Public Works Items- Hydraulic hoist for Lagoon building, Elite electrical bid, Dump truck backup: 
Moorhead approached the Council with a hoist he would use for working on grinder pumps. He also presented the Council with a bid from Elite to run power to the test tank to the electric box in the Lagoon building. Move Cline, second Bennett to approve the hoist and the Elite electrical work at the Lagoon building.  All ayes.  Motion carried. Moorhead also informed the Council that the dump truck’s transmission potentially has gone out and now is no longer in use. Moorhead presented the Council with purchasing options such as a salt/sand spreader for the city truck and getting a dump trailer to take place for the use of the dump truck. Council spoke about looking into an option of contracting out the cemetery work since that is primarily where the dump truck is used instead of purchasing new equipment right now. Council agreed to contract the cemetery work out for a year and see where that puts the City at for expenses. 

Council Comments: Cline suggested there be more notification to the public if City Hall building is closed or is closing early. There will be a posting on Facebook if closing will be out of the normal hours, not including holidays. 

City Hall Comments: Clerk will be out at a budget workshop 11/17. 
Adjournment:  Move Bennett, second Helm to adjourn. All ayes. Motion carried. Meeting was adjourned at 10:09 p.m.
