Building Permit-Minburn Communications: Minburn Communications is replacing the detached garage that was there with a bigger detached garage.  Garage size is within the perimeter of the size allowed. Move White, second Helm to approve the building permit for the new detached garage.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Melissa Johnson: Midwest Insurance Renewal: Insurance renewals are in April, here to present to the council. Move White, second Cline to approve the insurance policy renewals.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Building Permit-Miles: Miles wants to build a 10x14 deck off his house. Move White, second Cline to approve the building permit for deck.  All ayes.  Motion carried. 
Minburn Attendance School: Mayor Joe Stuetelberg gave the council an update on the latest Facilities Usage Meeting the School District is hosting. School district is still looking into more information on the school, they will discuss more at the next meeting.  Cline is working on forming a committee but is waiting to see what the school says further. 
Resolution 2023-8 Approve Budget for FY 23/24: Move Cline, second Bennett to approve the final budget of FY 2023/2024.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Bolton & Menk Update: Updated Council on potential funding options for the water project. Bolton and & Menk suggested looking at SRF funding and some grant options. Bolton & Menk suggested the City work with a financial advisor. Council also discussed where previous wells were located and where they surveyed potential sites for new wells if the City chose to put in wells instead of repairing all the mains and updating the water tower. 
Resolution 2023-9: Project funding: City to apply to the Zach Nunn Community Project Funding. Move White, second Cline to submit for project funding.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Iowa Rural Water- Rate Analysis: Clerk submitted information to start a rate analysis.  Council would like to see the suggested rate before they raise the water rates for the City. 
Dorsey & Whitney- Advisory update: Council committee had a zoom call with John Danos to discuss potential options moving forward with the water project. Danos suggested moving toward a financial advisor and contact them when the City is ready to move forward with applying to any loan funding.  
Speer Financial- Financial Advisory Contract review: Council reviewed the rates and contract from Speer Financial. Council agreed that the advising was necessary with the upcoming projects but would like to hear back from Iowa Rural Water rate analysis before deciding to move forward with the financial service.  
City Hall- Basement Repair: The exterior stairs to the basement at City Hall are deteriorating and more water is getting into the basement. Council has decided to pursue getting quotes to see what the cost to repair would be. 
Alleys- 7th/Locust & Chestnut/3rd: There has been some questions brought to the Public Works attention on the alleys and were discussed and finalized with the Council. 7TH /Locust will need to be reworked and rocked so that it is not curved to appear to be a driveway and will be plowed by Public Works. Chestnut/3rd – residents asked to rock it but when looking into it, Public Works found that the alley is treated more like a personal driveway, Council feels it should not be rocked at this time. Move White, second Hackman to approve the decisions made on the alleys.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Public Works- Diesel Tank for Lagoon and Salt/Sanding by Dallas County: Public Works looked into renting to own a double walled diesel tanks from the Co-op, potentially to save money and have access to our own diesel. Council asked if they would need to have a lock on it or if it would affect the insurance. Council decided to table the discussion at this time.  Public Works presented the Dallas County bill for salting and sanding, Council approved the invoice.  
Public Works Comments: Public Works will be out at a few classes in the upcoming weeks.  
Adjournment:  Move White, second Cline to adjourn.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  Meeting was adjourned at 9:12 p.m.
