Move Cline, second Helm to approve the increase in wages for the Clerk and Public Works Johnson.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Resolution 2022-19 Transfer of funds to savings: Transfer of funds to fire department savings account. Move White, second Bennett to approve the transfer of funds.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Resolution 2022-20 Transfer of funds: Transfer of emergency funds to general fund.  Move Cline, second Helm to approve the transfer of funds.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
BAM Basements- Building Permit- Laura Helm: Helm is putting in a egress window. Move White, second Bennett to approve the building permit.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Employee Retirement follow up: Council chose to table item until next council meeting. Move Cline, second White to approve tabling the employee follow up until the August meeting.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Snowplow: Public Works Moorhead presented council with two bids of snowplows for the new truck. Bids were for the same plow, just a different size. The council chose the 9-foot plow instead of the 8-foot plow. Move Cline, second White to approve the purchase of the 9-foot plow for the truck.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Grinder Pumps: Public Works Moorhead presented the council with the need to purchase grinder pumps as there is only one available currently. He suggested that we needed to have 4-5 on hand for when ones need to be replaced or for emergency purposes. Council suggested comparing prices with other companies and working on setting up a workspace to start doing repairs instead of sending them out.  Council agreed to purchase two new pumps and sending out 2 to get repaired. Move Bennett, second White to approve the purchase 2 new pumps and pay to repair 2 used pumps.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Depot Lease: Presented lease with the terms were agreed upon in May to Mr. Mahler. Lease is good from June 1, 2022, to December 1, 2022. Move White, second Bennett to approve the lease as written.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Sale of Depot: Many visitors were present to speak about the Depot. Several people spoke for and against selling the building.  There were also a few that came forward with interest in purchasing the building also.  

Mayor Stuetelberg read Closed session pursuant to Iowa Code Section 21.5.1.j to discuss the purchase or sale of particular real estate only where premature disclosure could be reasonably expected to increase the price the governmental body would have to pay for that property or reduce the price the governmental body would receive for that property to enter close session at 8:54 pm. 
Council came out of closed session at 10:01 p.m. Move White, second Moss to come out of close session. Roll Call: Helm, Cline, White, Moss. 
City Hall Comments: Clerk will be out July 18-21 for clerk school training. 
Adjournment:  Move Helm, second White to adjourn. All ayes. Motion carried. Meeting was adjourned at 10:07 p.m.
