Resolution 2024-03 Setting Mileage Reimbursement: Move White, second Mills to approve of the resolution.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Resolution 2024-04 Approving Supplemental Record: Move White, second Cline to approve the resolution.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Building Permit- Fire Restoration: Footprint did not change but all restorations were made to bring house up to code. Move Cline, second White to approve the permit.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Mid-American-Street Lights: Clerk informed the council of the meeting she had with Mid- American about adding a streetlight to 1st street. Costs are limited with the pole and electricity already there so Mid- American can just add a light to the existing pole. The council discussed adding a light to the pole on the curve of 2nd coming into town as well. Mid-American also said they can update the light arms so that the light illuminates the center of the rads verses one side of the road. Move Cline, second White to approve adding lights to the existing poles and updating the light arms.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
gWorks-Finance/HR Hub: Clerk presented council with new gWorks software module that would give residents/users access to an online portal to pay utility bills online and the ability to pay with to sign up and pay with an automated payment each month. The council would like to further discuss this option at the budget workshop. Move Cline, second White to table until the budget workshop.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Low to moderate Income study: Bolton & Menk presented performing an updated LMI study to help with applying for more grants. This would entail going door to door asking residents a few questions about their income. Move White, second Bennett to approve moving forward with performing a study.  All ayes.  Motion carried. 
Set date for Budget Workshop: Budget workshop will be held January 17th at 6:30 p.m.
 Move Cline, second Thornton to approve the emergency representatives.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Council Comments: Mills would like to discuss eliminating some of the stop signs within city limits at the next meeting.   
Mayor’s Comments: Mayor informed council that he will be replacing Mitch in performing tasks at the lagoons.  
Adjournment:  Move White, second Bennett to adjourn. All ayes. Motion carried. The meeting was adjourned at 8:13 p.m.
