Appoint Council Member to replace Mayor’s position: Mayor appointed Phyllis Moss to replace his position on the council. Council members agreed to appointing Moss onto the council.  Move Cline, second White to approve the appointment of Phyllis Moss to replace Mayor Stuetelberg council position.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Rylan Vos: Needing to adjust the property lines for the Café, will be working with the Clerk to help with the matter as we need to consult with the Attorney. Re-zoning will also need to be done for the new lot recently purchased. He will also be working with the Clerk to find the address of the new lot and gathering permits needed for it.  
Dan Case: Spoke to the council about a few matters. Dan and Mayor Stuetelberg will be apart of the Emergency Management Commission of Dallas County as representatives for the City of Minburn.  Fire Department Annual Report was also gone over, the fire report was about how well the volunteer firefighters did in response to all the calls they had over thought the year.  Another thing Case discussed was the draft for Minburn Emergency Management Plan.  This plan is being put in place for updating the cities emergency response plan to natural disasters like the derecho or tornado. 
Resolution 2022-01 A Resolution to designate the official Newspaper and the Chief of Police of Minburn for the Year 2022: City will use the Dallas County News and the Dallas County Sherriff for the year 2022. Move Bennett, second Moss to approve the official newspaper and the chief of police. 
Resolution 2022-02 A Resolution naming Depositories: City names Raccoon Valley bank as the financial institution for funds.  Move Moss, second Cline to approve the naming of Depositories.
Resolution 2022-03 A Resolution setting mileage reimbursement: City determined that the fair and practical reimbursement should be the same as the reimbursement allowed by the IRS. Move Cline, second Helm to approve the mileage reimbursement.
Resolution 2022-04 A Resolution to appoint City Clerk for a term of 2 years: City Council appoints Tasha Snoberger as the City Clerk for the years 2022 and 2023. Move Helm, second Bennett to approve appointing the City Clerk for the next two years. 
Resolution 2022-05 A Resolution to appoint City Attorney for a term of one year: City will appoint the current Attorney, Matt Brick of Brick Gentry Law Firm, for the year 2022.  Move Bennett, second Moss to approve the city attorney.
Resolution 2022-06 A Resolution to an employee handbook and policies: The council has approved the final draft form of the employee handbook and policies. Move Moss, second Bennett to approve the employee handbook and policies.  Roll call vote Moss, Bennett, White, Helm and Cline. Motion carried. Moved by Bennett, seconded by Moss to waive second and third readings.

Resolution 2022-07 A Resolution to establish prices for the Elmwood Cemetery: The Elmwood Cemetery prices will raise starting June 1, 2022.  These prices are $550.00 for one space and $2,500 for one plot (5 spaces).  Move Cline, second White to approve the price raise. Roll call vote Moss, Bennett, White, Helm and Cline. Motion carried. Moved by White, seconded by Cline to waive second and third readings.

Resolution 2022-08 Resolution to Appoint a Representative and Alternate Representative to the Dallas County Emergency Management Commission: Joe Stuetelberg to be appointed as the Emergency Management Commission Representative and Dan case will be appointed as the alternate representative for the City of Minburn. Move Cline, second Moss to approve the representative and the alternate representative for the Dallas County Emergency Management.
Special Meeting for budget: A special meeting for a budget workshop is set to be held on February 8th at City Hall. 
Mayor’s Comments:   Mayor appointed Meghan Bennett Mayor Pro Tem. 
City Hall Comments:  Clerk came to council regarding water payment plans.  If payment plans are not being followed, then letters will be sent out saying a lien will be put on the property and the water will be shut off. Move White, second Cline to approve the plan to follow if payment plans are not being paid on properly. 
Adjournment:  Move Bennett, second Cline to adjourn.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  Meeting was adjourned at 9:18 p.m.
