Plat of Survey- Tyrone Enderson: Surveys of parcel 22-127 of lots 1 and 2 were done. Move Cline, second Bennett to approve the plat of survey.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Midwest Insurance- Melissa Johnson: Johnson came to present the City’s new insurance plan. She gave the council items to consider changing or adjust.  The new plan will be an increase of $5,600 but will maintain better coverage of the city’s property. Johnson will let the council take the time to look over all the updated policies and will return for the November meeting. 
Sewer Adjustment-Kara Schreck: Schreck had landscaping done during the late summer and needed to water the sod that was laid in her yard.  Came to the council to ask for an adjustment on the sewer since the raise in their water consumption was going to watering the sod. Move Cline, second Bennett to approve adjusting the sewer on Schreck’s bill.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Building Permit-Rylan Vos-Commercial building: Vos submitted a building permit to start building the commercial building he’s designed at 410 4th St. Move Cline, second Bennett to approve the building permit for 410 4th St.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Bank Closing: Minburn Raccoon Valley Bank is closing so the Clerk approach the Council on what location they should move the safety deposit box to. Council agreed upon Adel to be our banking location. 
Depot: Mayor and Councilmember Cline met with Roberts, GM of The Handlebar, and discussed the restaurant’s interest in renting the Depot. They discussed terms of a 5-year triple net lease at $2k a month. Roberts was present to confirm the terms and to speak to the whole council on where they are at with the plan to move forward. Current tenants will remain in the building until their lease is up. 
Resolution 2022-22 SETTING SALARIES FOR CITY EMPLOYEES: Moorhead passed the water certification test, when hired, Council agreed upon a wage increase for each required certification. Move Cline, second Helm to approve the salary adjustment.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Closed Bids- Red Truck and Plow: 5 bids were submitted to City Hall. Council agreed to accept the highest offer. Move Cline, second Bennett to approve of the highest bid offer on the red city truck.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Public Works Items- Heater for Lagoon Building, Lift for the City Truck, DNR daily reads, and Porta Potty for Lagoon: Moorhead approached the Council with items he is wanting approval for.  Moorhead a kerosene heater is what he would like to purchase to keep the Lagoon building heated while he’s working out there in the winter. Moorhead also found a hydraulic lift to attach to the back of the truck, this would help assist in pulling pumps out of lifting anything while he doesn’t have any help.  Moorhead also said he would like to keep the porta potty out at the building during the winter since there is no bathroom out there. Move Cline, second Helm to approve the purchasing of a kerosene heater, a hydraulic truck lift, and to keep the porta potty out at the lagoon.  All ayes.  Motion carried. Moorhead also approached the council for assistance on helping do DNR daily reads over the weekend, so he does not need to come in and do the read.  Cline volunteered to assist is the weekend daily reads.  
Adjournment:  Move White, second Bennett to adjourn. All ayes. Motion carried. Meeting was adjourned at 8:58 p.m.
