Utility Bill Due Date: With the change to post cards there was a delay with residents getting the utility bills.  Council will table it until next month to see how the next billing cycle does. Move White, second Cline to table and revisit the utility bill due date.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
City Hall Remodel Update: Update given to the Council on where the remodel is at. Paint is finished and exterior lights are up. Council reviewed flooring quote options for the front area floor of City Hall. Move White, second Bennett to approve the flooring quote that fits with the budget.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Reports: Council reviewed the Annual finance, Urban renewal and TIF reports. Move Cline, second Bennett to approve the reports.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Set Budget Workshop date: Council agreed to have the budget workshop on January 4th or 5th depending on councilmember schedules. 
Gravedigger services for Cemetery: Gravedigger LLC submitted pricing information to take care of all full burials at the cemetery. Council agreed to use Gravedigger and his prices for the full burials, a flat fee for office work will be added on to the rate as well. Move Cline, second White to approve using Gravedigger LLC for full burials and adjusting the grave opening prices to include the office fee.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Resolution 2022-25 Hazard Mitigation Plan: City is adopting the hazard mitigation plan Chief Case helped organize for the city. Move Cline, second Bennett to approve the resolution of the Hazard Mitigation plan for the city.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Employee Benefit Renewals: Clerk informed the Council that the employee benefits are up for renewal. Council plans to keep the plans as is. 
Council Comments: Cline spoke on the website issues city experienced.  Since she helped create the site, she will investigate and help the Clerk resolve the problems of the apparent hack to the site. We will continue to work with the city’s IT and resolve the issues quickly. 

Mayors Comments: Depot walk-through was done, and deep cleaning has also been done with the new tenant.
