Minburn Attendance School: Clerk shared with the Council that the insurance for the building would be roughly 28K a year. Councilwoman Cline stated that the Council should continue investigating the idea of obtaining the school, for sake of the Library and the community. Cline thought it would be a good idea to make a committee of community members to help investigate the cost associated with the school. Mayor Stuetelberg said to also said to look into seeing how much it would cost to build a new building for the Library as well, could also hold City Hall and a trailhead bathroom. The rest of the Council voiced that looking into each option would be a good thing. Council will discuss the topic further at the next meeting. 
Resolution 2023-6 Approve Max Tax Levy: Resolution for the total maximum levy for affected property tax levies of $182,238. Move Cline, second Helm to approve the maximum property tax levies.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Resolution 2023-7 Employee Handbook- Library Addition: Revision to the handbook was made to add a section for the library director vacation time accrual based on years worked. Move Helm, second Cline to approve the employee handbook revision.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Xenia Raising Rates: Xenia is increasing their rates by 2 percent. The Council agreed that the City should raise our rates to reflect the raise in charges. Clerk will put out a statement on the raise so residents will know in advance and will have the ordinance ready to approve at the March meeting.   
Propose Public Hearing date for FY 23/24 Budget: The Budget public Hearing date will be set for March 13th at 7 pm. Move Helm, second Cline to approve the public hearing date.  All ayes.  Motion carried. 
Public Works Comments: Moorhead wanted to the Council to know that he was able to repair 2 pumps on his own and will continue trouble shooting the others on hand. 
Adjournment:  Move Helm, second Bennett to adjourn.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  Meeting was adjourned at 8:28 p.m.
