Water project updates: City is beginning to collect letters of support for the to the Zach Nunn Community Project Funding. The application will go on to being reviewed by the Appropriations Committee in the coming months. Representative Zach Nunn to be in Minburn for a meet and greet 4/11 with the mayor and staff. 
Water/Sewer Ordinance: Council is waiting on the rate analysis to be finished by the financial planner.  The council will then discuss raising the rates based on the analysis. 
Public Works- Roads: Public Works presented the Blacktop services quote to repair and even out Chestnut Street in front of the Post Office where people park on both sides of the road. Move White, second Bennett to approve the Blacktop Services quote for the road repair.  All ayes.  Motion carried. 
Public Comments: Leerhoff would like to rezone a portion of his building for commercial purposes. Planning and zoning will meet with him to discuss. 
Public Works Comments: Vos will be starting dirt work in preparation for construction on his building by the gas pumps. 
City Hall Comments: Representative Zach Nunn to be in Minburn 4/11. Mayor, Clerk, and 

Councilwoman to attend Iowa Rural Summit April 11-12. Clerk will be out of the 

Office to attend Iowa Municipal Finance Officers Association Conference April 20-21.
