Paul Snyder- Freedom Rock: Legion would like to add a wall and a guest stand by the Freedom Rock. Snyder presented to the Council the plan to expand the Freedom Rock area to include a wall with veteran’s names on it.  The Legion plans to sell bricks that can have the name of the veteran’s name on the brick.  The Legion plans to fund and care for the area that will be deemed “Freedom Park”. Move Cline, second Helm to approve the Legion building a wall and a guest stand by the Freedom Rock.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Jodi Sturgeon-Plat Survey: Plat survey was presented to the council diving the property by the Sturgeon’s engineer. Move Helm, second Bennett to approve the plat survey.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Rylan Vos-Commercial zoning-parcel # 0708151002/410 4th St: Vos presented his plans for the parcel; no comments were heard from the public. Move Helm, second Bennett to approve the commercial zoing. All ayes.  Motion carried.
John Mahler- Minburn Depot Lease: Council discussed a long-term lease of the Depot with John. For now, a 6-month lease with a 15% rent increase was decided on. Move Helm, second Bennett to approve the plat survey.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Todd Munson-Building Permit-Deck:  Munson is wanting to add a small deck to the backside of his house and move his fence. Move Helm, Second Bennett for approving the building permit for Munson.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Lagoon Building Insulation Quotes:  Public Works Moorhead presented the spray foam insulation quotes to the council. Move Cline, second Helm to approve the quote of spray foam insulation by Precision Insulation & Coatings LLC.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Postcard Billing Statements: Clerk presented the council with the option of using postcard statements instead of the billing statements that are currently used when the current supply runs out. She then gave the council the cost breakdown of each type of statement and the postcard showed that it would save time and money. Newsletters would not be mailed to residents, rather they would be posted at the Post Office, Library and City Hall if residents wanted a paper copy. Newsletters are also available on the city website at Minburn.org.  Move Bennett, second Helm for moving to postcard billing statements.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
City Wide Clean Up:  Clerk is looking into options for having a city wide clean up, she will call AJS Sanitation about the possibilities. Move Helm, second Cline for the date on the commercial zoning.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Employee Yearly Raises: Mayor Stuetelberg wanted to discuss City Hall employee’s yearly raise.  He will meet with employees and perform employee evaluations with all and bring them to the council for next month’s meeting. 
Set public hearing date for Budget Amendment: The amendment had not been posted in the paper, so the new public hearing is set for June 13th at 7 p.m.
City Hall Comments: Clerk will be out during the week of May 16th.  Public works Moorhead will help by checking messages and returning phone calls. Mayor Stuetelberg will also be in to help as needed. 
Adjournment:  Move Helm, second Bennett to adjourn. All ayes. Motion carried. Meeting was adjourned at 10:15 p.m.
