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Special City Council Meeting

June 23, 2020
The special Minburn City Council meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. and was held electronically via conference call. Mayor Travis Connick presided.  Council members present were: Phyllis Moss, Charlotte White, Joe Stuetelberg, Meaghan Bennet. Council member Ronnie Allen was absent.
Agenda:  Move Stuetelberg, second Moss to approve agenda as written.  All ayes. Motion carried. 

Resolution 2020-19 Approving Intergovernmental Agreement Between the City of Minburn and Spring Valley Township:  Move Stuetelberg, second White to approve Resolution 2020-19, A Resolution to approve joint fire protection service agreement to the township of Spring Valley. All ayes.  Motion carried.
Discussion/Action on Benefit Concert, July 10 at Mudders for Dallas County Sheriff Department:  The council discussed with Mudders-Culp arrangement of closure of streets and plenty of signs on 169 to slow traffic down.  Locust and 5th will be closed off.  Culp will talk with Co-op about using their lot for parking to avoid closing off Baker St.  If this is not available, Baker St will be closed off.  There will be 2 bands performing for this concert.  One from 7-9 p.m. and the second one from 9 p.m.-midnight.  This benefit concert will help support the fund of “Shop with Cop” and other needs for their organization.
Discussion/Action on adding official city council meeting minutes to Minburn.org and not sending with water bill to save money and time:  The council discussed the minutes will be put with the water bill going out in July as the final time.  The minutes will be made available on Minburn.org, at City Hall in hard copy if residents would like to pick up, posted at the post office and City Hall and, of course, residents may always request a copy.  Also, the council discussed looking into the possibility of paying water bills on-line.
Old Business:  4th of July parade/celebration as discussed earlier was cancelled but fireworks will be displayed.  The insurance premium for the fireworks was discussed as it had doubled over last year due to  COVID 19.
Attorney has shared information with council and clerk regarding delinquent accounts, shut offs and mowing ordinances.  These items will be discussed in more detail.

A special meeting of the City of Minburn Council was held June 23, 2020.   In order to help stop the spread of the COVID-19 virus, this special meeting of the Minburn City Council was held electronically.  Chapter 21.8 of the Iowa Code does permit an electronic meeting where all members participate remotely when an in-person meeting is impossible or impractical, which is certainly true during this crisis.  On March 19, 2020, Governor Reynolds issued a Proclamation of Disaster Emergency which included a suspension of Iowa laws that would prevent the use of electronic meetings or the limitation on the number of people present at an in-person meeting site.  Therefore, only the Mayor Connick, Publics Works Director Johnson, City Clerk Merical were present at Minburn city hall.  The agenda and the City’s social media had this message posted more than 24 hours in advance to give instructions on how others could participate in the meeting:  Due to the COVID-19 crisis, the City of Minburn will be holding this special city council meeting electronically via a conference call.  If you would like to participate, just before the meeting start time, you must call 425-436-6370 and enter this access code:  759797.  Only staff are allowed in city hall.
