Appoint New Council Member: Mayor Stuetelberg appointed Kay Thornton to replace Lauren Hackman position on the council. The council agreed to the appointment of Kay Thornton to replace Lauren Hackman’s council position.  All ayes.  
Depot- Update: The city proceeded with the eviction of the current tenant. The city will schedule for the past tenants’ remaining items to be removed from the building later this week. It was determined by the attorney to leave the remaining alcohol with the building and the new tenant can take it over if they have a liquor license.  
Depot- New Tenant: Alex from Casa Oaxaca approached the city with continual interest in obtaining the depot building for her restaurant. Alex had previously expressed interest in leasing the building before the previous tenet took the lease over. Alex said that she received calls about having the city evicting the tenant so that she could take over, that was not the case, and she has always been interested in leasing the building and she had spoken with the council about it last year. She is looking for continued support from the community during this time when they adjust to the move. Alex will keep the old location and open a second restaurant in town, this one will be a breakfast place. The council discussed using the same rates as what is written in the current lease. The attorney said the city would need to set up a public hearing to inform citizens of the disposal of the property from one lease to the next. Move Cline, second White to approve moving forward with the terms already written and setting a public hearing date.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Ordinance-2023-03- Flat Rate Sewer Rates: The clerk presented the council with a revision to the flat rates for sewer. Flat rate will now reflect the minimum rate for sewer charge at $48.00. Move White, second Bennett to approve the new flat rate sewer charge.  All ayes.  Motion carried. Roll call vote Helm, White, Bennett, Thornton, and Cline.
Council Comments: Cline shared that September 28th she will host a presentation of information about the school and where everything is at. This will be at the library at 6:30 pm. 
Mayor’s Comments:   Mayor Stuetelberg mentioned he received a complaint about the cemetery. In the spring, the plan moving forward, graves will be marked for back filling that need it and checked regularly.  
Adjournment:  Move Cline, second Bennett to adjourn.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 7:28 p.m.
