Community development idea: Alex (Casa Oaxaca) presented to idea to Clerk and Mayor that the town could benefit from adding a vendor/farmer’s market to the Meet Me in Minburn concert series during the summer months. She will talk with Cline about the idea since Cline oversees the concert series. 
Resolution-Handbook Revisions for sick time: Revision to the handbook was made to reflect the changes to not pay out accrued sick time to any city employees moving forward. Move White, second Helm to approve the employee handbook revision.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Library- Trunk or Treat Baker Street Closing: Library needs to close Baker Street for their annual Trunk or Treat. This will take place on Monday, October 31st.  Move Bennett, second Moss to approve closing Baker Street for Trunk or Treat.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Closed Bid Details- Red Truck and Plow: Moorhead prepared the truck and plow for the sale and made a flyer for a closed bid.  Flyers were distributed around town and posted in Adel and De Soto as well.  Clerk posted it on the website and the Facebook page.  Bids will be accepted from 9/9/2022-10/9/2022. Council will select the winning bid at the October meeting. 
Public Works-Equipment changes and Light bar: Moorhead needs to attack the lightbar to the truck and approached the council about purchasing a bracket to attach it properly. Move Helm, second White to approve purchasing the backet to attach the lightbar on the city truck.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Safety Items for purchase: Council was presented with the items needed for safety updates. Moorhead spoke on what items he really needs to be safety compliant. Move White, second Helm to approve the purchase of safety items but will stay within budget.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Depot Lease: Council discussed a lease offer that they received on the Depot. Council feels that they should get more of the price that Tanya told them that the property is worth based on comp numbers she collected. Council discussed potential terms of a new lease, but no motions or actions were taken at the time. 
Letter to ADM School District on property: Clerk presented the letter the Attorney wrote on behalf of the city to the school district with an offer to obtain the tennis courts.  If accepted by the school district, the city wished to make a larger trail head for parking with bathrooms and a picnic area. 
Public Comments: John Mahler wanted an update on the dishwasher repair, Clerk said the part for it was on back order. Moorhead was going to follow up on when the part would be in so the company can make the repair.
Charlotte White’s bill was over the typical amount.  It was determined that the amount charged/usage was incorrect. She will pay the minimum amount and the rest will be added to the next month’s bill, the penalty will not be applied. 
Resident Hackman voiced her opinion to the council that she feels they don’t need to explain any reasoning if the City chooses to not renew a lease with The Nineteen14. 
Adjournment:  Move White, second Bennett to adjourn. All ayes. Motion carried. Meeting was adjourned at 9:06 p.m.
