Resolution 2022-15-Wage Increase for Library Clerk: 90- day review for library clerk, raise to reflect good work. Move Cline, second White to approve the wage increase.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Dog Complaint:  City Hall received an anonymous complaint on a barking dog in the city. To be considered a true complaint, the city needs to have it signed by the sender. 
Sturgeon-Building Permit- Detached Garage- Council approved the building permit for the detached garage. Move Helm, Second Cline for permit approval.  All ayes.  Motion carried. 
Depot: Lease for 2021 (Final Approval) Resolution 2022-14: Council agreed to the terms of the lease will go into effect for June 1st.  Move Helm, Second White for approving the lease terms.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Approval of Revised Building Permit and Ordinance 2022-02:  Clerk presents revised building permit and ordinance based on permit costs. Move Cline, second Helm to approve the revision.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Set public hearing date for Budget Amendment: Council agreed to May 9th at 7 p.m. Move Cline, second Helm for the date on the budget amendment.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Set public hearing date for commercial zoning: Council agreed to May 9th at 6:45 p.m. Move Cline, second White for the date on the commercial zoning.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Countryside Lawn Care Service- Cemetery mowing: City Hall was notified of a mowing price increase due to a rise in fuel costs.  Mowing will raise $40 per mow for 2022.  Move Cline, second Helm to accept the price increase for the cemetery mowing.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Lagoon Building Insulation Quotes: Public Works Moorhead is working on getting the building at the lagoon insulated. He presented the council with two spray foam quotes; they would like to see a third quote before they decide.   
Walton Tree Service Quote:  Public Works Moorhead received a quote on the Ash trees and the last couple of derecho trees that need to be removed around Roger’s Park. Walton will be here a week to remove all the trees and stumps, residents can call ahead to be added to the worklist while he is here working that week. Removal will happen before the July 4th Celebration. Move Helm, second White on moving forward with Walton Tree Service removing the trees.  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Public Comments: There is a community effort to clean up the open space the gazebo sits in. A new picnic table and planters will go there thanks to local community supporters. 
City Hall Comments: City Clerk commented that March was the first time that there was no water shut offs, all utility bills were paid by the end of the month! 
Adjournment:  Move Cline, second White to adjourn. All ayes. Motion carried. Meeting was adjourned at 8:34 p.m.
