American Legion- Don Richardson: Legion is putting on a dedication to the new veteran memorial wall. The dedication will be on Veterans Day, November 11th at 10:30 am. A soup luncheon will follow at the Minburn School. They are also taking applications for a new veteran wall. Richardson would like to close Baker Street by the wall during the dedication, 9 am-12 pm.  Move Bennett, second Thornton to approve the closing of baker street from 9 am to 12 pm on 11/11 for the dedication ceremony.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Building Permit-Matt Sturgeon: Building a house on the other side of the lot he owns on Locust Street. The address for the new house will be 711 Locust. Permit submitted allows for proper easements and property lines.  Move Bennett, second Thornton to approve the building permit as written.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Building Permit-Tim Taylor: Taylor is adding a gazebo and a concrete pad for water runoff.  Move Bennett, second White to approve the building permit as written.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Water Bill Disputes: Casa Oaxaca had a broken ice machine and used 4xs as much water as normal. Would like a payment plan for the large bill to repay. The council agreed to a payment plan to excuse a portion of the sewer charge but to also excuse the penalty charges as they are on a payment plan. Move Helm, second Bennett to approve the payment plan and to remove sewer charges and future penalties.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Depot- Update: Alex remains the only interested party that has come forward to speak to the council. The council agrees to continue with Alex and a lease. Discussed doing a 36-month lease to start with. Will have a special meeting to sign a lease, October 18th.  
School-Update: Mayor reported back that there was a good turn out with many good ideas from people. It will be Cline’s intention to have another meeting in the coming months. 
Public Works- Snow Removal: Winter is approaching, and the city is looking for someone to plow for the winter. Clint Luellen came forward with interest in doing this winter. Move White, second Helm to approve Clint Luellen doing snow removal for the city.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
City Hall Comments: Clerk is looking more into alternative billing and trying to resolve issues with the Post Office and residents not receiving their bills.
Adjournment:  Move Bennett, second White to adjourn.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:42 p.m.
