Case also needed permission from council to apply to homeland security grant to replace the storm siren.  Move White, second Bennett to approve the application to the grant.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Cemetery Complaint- Had major complaints about the work at the cemetery. Could do better with someone else mowing. Table hackman, white
Library- Road Closure:  7/28 is the summer reading program finale. Library has a large train to come for train ride and story time in the morning and would like to host it on 6th St behind the skate shack and use that road for the rides. The Library Director said she could notify the residents. Move Cline, second Hackman to approve the road closing based on notifying residents. All ayes.  Motion carried.
Resolution 2023-11 Wages for City employees: Hackman would like to discuss the wages in reference to the public works budget. Table until 7/18 for a special meeting at 630. Move Hackman, second Cline to table for the special meeting.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Resolution 2023-12 Transfer Funds to Fire Department: Transfer of funds to fire department savings account. Move Cline, second White to approve the transfer of funds.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Resolution 2023-13 Transferring Funds: Transfer of emergency funds to general fund.  Move White, second Hackman to approve the transfer of funds.  All ayes.  Motion carried. 
Public Works:  Hackman voiced to table it to discuss at the special meeting. Move Hackman, second White to discuss at the special meeting on 7/18. All ayes.  Motion carried.
Xenia Water Affidavit Contract: Clerk presents the council with the contract and costs of Xenia doing to the water reports for the city. Move Hackman, second White to approve signing the contract with Xenia based on the monthly cost presented. All ayes.  Motion carried.
Grinder Pumps-Iowa Pump Works quote:  Would like to table it for the special meeting when the public works funds are further discussed. Move Hackman, second White to table to the topic until the special meeting.  All ayes.  Motion carried. 
Ordinance-2023-01-Water Rates, 2nd Reading: Move Hackman, second White to approve the second reading of ordinance 2023-01 water rates.  All ayes.  Motion carried. 
 Ordinance-2023-02- Sewer Rates, 2nd Reading: Move Bennett, second Hackman to approve the second reading of 2023-02 sewer rates.  All ayes.  Motion carried. 
City Hall- Basement Rehab quote: Clerk received a quote to fix the stairwell going down to the basement, this quote includes fixing the stairwell and replacing the stairs.  The clerk will move forward with this quote to use in a grant application to get the basement repaired. Move Cline, second White to accept this quote to use for bock grant. All ayes.  Motion carried. 
Pool Adjustments: Clerk presented the council with a draft pool form. The council would like to research more information on what other towns do and if using a separate meter would be a better option.  
Adjournment:  Move Cline, second White to adjourn.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:23 p.m.
