Jambor-Land Purchase: Here to discuss land, submitted offer of 5k plus all fees associated with address. Cline to Table and move forward with research and call attorney.
Water Bill Disputes: Scott Carmen was present to discuss the dirt mound from the water main break. He claims that the city just left the mound, and it was never delt with. Would like compensation for water to grow grass as he paid $69.91 over normal to water the lawn this last month. The council agreed and relayed to Carmen that the city is not in charge of watering and seeding an area where a break occurred but since it was left in a poor condition then they could agree on compensation. Move Hackman, second Cline to approve adjusting the balance of Carmen’s water bill.  All ayes.  Motion carried. Rick Miles had a leaking toilet while they were out on vacation, and he approached the council to see if they would be willing to adjust the sewer portion. The council agreed to reduce the sewer portion by half. Move Cline, second Bennett to approve reducing Miles’s sewer bill.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Public Works-Contract approval: Clint Luellen to help temporarily, approve hire contract work month to month basis. Move White, second Bennett to approve hiring Clint on a month-to-month basis.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Building Permit-R.Allen: Allen is replacing her garage and putting a new one of the same size in its place. Move Cline, second Bennett to approve the building permit.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Rhinehart Excavating- Rock Quote: Quote is within the road budget to have them lay down new rock in the alleys and spread the rock as well, council would like to ask to add the lagoon as addition. Move Hackman, second White to approve the quote with additional rock for the lagoon.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Parks- Grant Submission: Cline is looking at grants for trees and park equipment. Will hold off on the trees to just budget for bigger trees but wants to address the playground equipment at Rodger’s Park. Move Helm, second Bennett to approve submitting grants for equipment funding.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Depot-Past Due: Tenent is falling behind on paying bills. If the tenant doesn’t get caught up, then the council will need to decide what to do next and continue to work with the attorney. A special meeting will be set to discuss going forward on the matter.  
Ordinance-2023-01-Water Rates-3rd Reading: Move White, second Helm to approve the second reading of 2023-02 sewer rates.  All ayes.  Motion carried. 
Ordinance-2023-01-Water Rates-3rd Reading: Move Bennett, second White to approve the second reading of 2023-02 sewer rates.  All ayes.  Motion carried. 
Public Comments: Sarah Odel- Lots of activity on street, wants to put a dead-end sign on road, council would agree to the purchase of dead-end signage. Also replace an arrow sign on the curve, put in flashing lights to bring attention to the curve. Also spoke about the drainage at her house.
Council Comments: Councilwoman Hackman last meeting, she is moving but has enjoyed speaking out for the community. 
Mayor Comments: Cemetery fencing along the fence will be tore out soon. 
Adjournment:  Move Cline, second White to adjourn.  All ayes.  Motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:46 p.m.
